The Queen is Head of the Commonwealth, a
voluntary association of 53 independent countries. In addition to the United
Kingdom, the Queen is also Queen of a number of other Commonwealth realms,
including Australia, New Zealand and Canada.



Tema 5. The political system.

The
party which wins the majority of seats at a general election, or which is able to
command a majority of supporters in the House of Commons, usually forms the
Government. By tradition, the leader of the majority party is appointed as Prime
Minister by the Sovereign; and its most outstanding members in the House of
Lords and the House of Commons receive ministerial appointments on the advice
of the Prime Minister. The largest minority party becomes the official Opposition
with its own leader and its own council of discussion or 'shadow Cabinet'.

Tema 6. Education in Britain.

The school system. Organization of the British educational system: Nursery and
primary schools; Secondary schools. Examinations and qualifications in the British
educational system. Higher education. Types of University: Oxbridge, the old
Scottish Universities, the older civic Redbrick Universities, the newer civic
Universities. The Open University. Adult and continuing education.

Tema 7. The Legal System in Britain.

The law is one of the most traditional areas of national life and the legal profession
has jealously protected its position against outside attack. The legal system for
England and Wales (there are separate ones for Scotland and Northern Ireland)
does not have a criminal or civil code, but is founded upon two basic elements:
Acts of Parliament or statute law, and common law which is the outcome of past
decisions and practices based upon custom and reason. The Legal System of
England and Wales. The treatment of offenders. The legal profession. Solicitors.
Barristers. Judges. Coroners. Jury. The Courts. Magistrates' Courts. Crown Courts.

The Legal System in Scotland. The Police.

Tema 8. The Media.

The British press means, primarily, a group of daily and Sunday newspapers
published in London. They are most important and known as national in the sense
of circulating throughout the British Isles. Nearly all the national newspapers have
their head offices in London, but the famous newspaper street, Fleet Street, now
houses only two of them, the Daily Express and the Daily Telegraph. The rest have
moved to cheaper parts of London. Three public bodies are responsible for
television and radio services throughout Britain. They are:

1. the British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) broadcasts television and radio
services;

2. the Independent Television Commission (ITC) licenses and regulates non-BBC
television services, including cable and satellite services, and;

3. the Radio Authority licenses and regulates all non-BBC radio services.

Tema 9. Religion and beliefs.
Everyone living in Britain has the right of religious freedom and may manifest his
faith in teaching, worship and observance without interference from the



community or the state. Churches and religious societies of all kinds may own
property, conduct schools, and propagate their beliefs in speech and writing. The
Church of England The link between Church and state is something unique to
Britain. The Queen is not only the symbolic head of state, but

she is also the head of the Church of England. In most modern countries there is a
strict separation between the government and religion.

Tema 10. British Culture and Arts.

British Culture. Architecture. Norman Period. Gothic Period. Renaissance.
Baroque (Classical) Period. Rococo and Neoclassical Periods. Romantic and
Victorian Periods. Contemporary Period. British Culture. Museums. Despite the
presence of earlier Celtic and Roman Art in Britain, the history of English art and
architecture may be said to begin with the Anglo-Saxons, who came from north
Germany in the 5th and 6th centuries. Beginning with the 5-th and the 7th century,
abbeys and cathedrals and churches were erected all over Anglo-Saxon England,
although most of them have long since disappeared of been rebuilt many times.
The typical Anglo-Saxon church - for example, Bradford-on-Avon, Wiltshire (8th
century, altered probably in the 10th century)

Tema 11. British Culture. Cinema and theatre.

World's major centres of theatrical activity. Britain is one of the world's major
centres of theatrical activity. In London during the summer season, theatres are
packed with overseas visitors, while in the provinces there is enthusiastic support
for the work of local repertory companies. Less formal are the 'fringe' theatre
groups (theatre clubs), particularly in London, which present short plays often in
locations other than theatres. Some of the groups are itinerant while others use
regular locations.

Tema 12. British Culture. Music. Classical Music. Pop and Rock.

Music plays an important role in British cultural life. 'Pop' music, folk music, jazz,
light music and brass bands all have substantial followings while the widespread
interest in classical music is reflected in the large audiences at orchestral concerts
and at performances of opera, ballet and chamber music. Classical Music. Pop and
Rock. British artistic enterprises. The history of British classical music is very
uneven. It started well, and is thriving today, but in between it went through a long,
unsuccessful period. In the 1950s, American popular music spread all over the
world. Because of the shared language, it made more of an impact on Britain than

on most other countries.
